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YAOH PRESS PACK 2004

The latest move for Yaoh in 2004 is to sponsor and support the Circus2Iraq project (see www.circus2iraq.org for further information about this incredible project). So far over £1000 has been raised, and a fundraising gig has been booked at The Level niteclub Bristol for Sunday May 2nd 2004. Meanwhile representatives from the circus will be on the Yaoh stand at both the Natural Trade Show Brighton (bnMarch 14/15) and the Natural Products Trade show Olympia London (April4/5) to increase the level of support and interest for the project throughout the UK.

Yaoh is also committed to the support of several charities including the Vegan Society, Vegfam, Viva!, The Bristol Cancer Help Centre and the Soil Association, as well as all the Independent Natural health stores in the UK.
